1
st
 place trophies 

will be awarded for each category. Additionally, one trophy will be awarded by our grand 

marshal to the best overall participant. Every person 13 years or younger will receive a 

ribbon. Awards will be presented at the judge’s stand right after the parade. Please stay to 

cheer for the winners and to collect your awards. We do not mail them. Judging criterion 

is based on three equally important standards: presentation, appearance, and theme. This 

year’s theme is “Concrete’s Hopping”. Someone must follow animals and keep the 

parade route clean. All motorized vehicle entries must have proof of insurance.  
SAFETY ALERT! 
 

No alcoholic beverages are to be consumed or carried on parade entries. 
Entrants must observe all applicable rules and regulations and follow all instructions by parade officials 
and law enforcement. Candy or other materials may be handed out only as your entry proceeds down 
the parade route. 
In case of emergency, which may require ambulance or fire to leave parade, all entries are required to 
move as far to the right as possible. All motorized vehicles must proceed at a SLOW PACE. No speeding 
up, skidding, sudden breaking and “wheelies” will be allowed. All firearms must be unloaded and in 
lock position.  For everyone’s safety!
